On September 15, 2024, former U.S. President and 2024 Republican
presidential nominee Donald Trump survived an assassination
attempt while golfing at Trump International Golf Club in West Palm
Beach, Florida—just 64 days after a similar attempt at a campaign
rally in Butler, Pennsylvania.

AI’s Potential as a Natural
Disaster Preparedness Tool

In an ASIS research project on security trends published earlier this
year, 15 percent of security professionals reported that they used
artificial intelligence (AI) to analyze threat capabilities or probabilities.
It was one of eight use cases asked about in the survey.

Other use cases included “added surveillance object detection or
motion tracking capability” and “added advanced biometrics or facial
recognition to access control.” Of the eight, more security professionals
said they wanted to learn more about the use of AI to analyze threat
capabilities and probabilities (65 percent) than any other use case. (For
more on the study, see the ASIS research report Understanding the
Evolving Role of Security, which was sponsored by Resolver.)

The Farmer and the Donkey: A True
Fable About Threat Intelligence

In 2023, election strife struck Guatemala when the government in power
worked feverishly to disallow election results that presented a reformer as
the victor. Outside of Central America, the news likely registered as a blip
—if it registered at all.

Automotive component manufacturer Yazaki North America had just
opened a major facility in Guatemala, so it was monitoring the situation
closely. And when election unrest grew and spread, protestors blocked
Central American Highway 2 (CA2), the main—and in many places only—
ground vehicle artery connecting North and South America. All of a
sudden, dissent surrounding the Guatemalan election became an
incident of acute strategic importance.

“You can’t make this stuff up,” says Mike Moorman, CPP, PCI, CSMP,
senior manager of corporate security at Yazaki NA, describing getting
reports from his shipping contractors that CA2 was being blocked by
farmers who had driven their donkeys onto the roadway.

Making Profile Changes to your ASIS
International & Chicago Chapter Profile 

Did you know that if you make changes to your ASIS International
Profile, you have to go into your Chicago Chapter Profile and do
the same?

We have heard from several Chicago members that they feel inundated and
overwhelmed with emails from the Chapter. We as a Board and Chairs, do
our best to keep our Chapter communications to a minimum. We send out
one to two announcements per week for our upcoming events and increase
the frequency the week of so that those whose schedules free up at the last
minute can attend. 

As we investigated this issue further, we believe that perhaps the root of the
“too many emails from ASIS” are from International, specifically, the
Community Connections emails. Based on your selected preferences in your
International profile of interests/expertise, International will then send those
applicable Community emails. Those notifications can be modified by going
into your ASIS International profile and changing your ASIS Connected
Community Settings and/or your email & communication preferences as
follows: 

Step 1: After logging into ASIS International, click on My Information, select
My Account, and then in the ASIS Links box to the right – My Communication
Preferences.  

Step 2: After making and saving changes scroll to the bottom of the page
and click on ASIS Connected Community. Click on My Connections to see
which ASIS Communities you are enrolled in and determine how often you
want to receive them – daily or weekly. Make your changes and then hit save
(also check to see who you are following). 

Step 3: Move to the My Community Tab and select Email Preferences and
verify or change your preferences and hit save. In this same tab, select
Communication Notifications and do the same.

You will still have the ability to add a
unique reply-to email address or sender name to your message when setting
up your email campaigns.
