However, the notifications can be modified by going
into your ASIS International profile and changing your ASIS Connected Community
Settings and/or your email & communication preferences as follows:

After logging into ASIS International, click on My Information, select My Account. In the ASIS Links box to the
right, click on My Communication Preferences.

Scroll to the bottom of the page and click on ASIS Connected Community. Click on My Connections to see which
ASIS Communities you are enrolled in and to see who you are following. Determine how often you want to
receive them — daily or weekly. Make sure to save all of your changes.

Move to the My Community tab and select Email Preferences and verify or change your preferences. Click on
save.
